Session 1: In this session the issues are defined, teachers understand the vital role they play in helping 

to teach children to express themselves in acceptable ways, and understand the importance of age 

appropriate expectations and individual learning styles.  (3 hours) 

Session 2: In session two, participants learn about concrete strategies for preventing behavior problems 

before they occur, and also what do you do if the behavior occurs.  The session will then address 

intervention methods.  When children simply break the rules, make a mistake, and need some guidance, 

how should staff respond?  (3 hours)
