For the best chance of media placement:

· Email the press release (with full text showing in the actual email, not sending it as an attachment) to the news editor and education reporter. If you are not sure who these people are, you can visit the media outlet’s website or contact Kelly Swanson at kelswa@berksiu.org. 

· Later that day or the next day, call the education reporter and ask if they received your press release. 

· If they ask you a question you cannot answer, tell them that you will get back to them with an answer and contact Kelly Swanson.

As STAR levels increase from a STAR 1 up through a STAR 4, so do the requirements for meeting higher standards of quality. Keystone STARS also provides training to advance staff education, technical assistance to help programs meet STAR level requirements, and additional resources through support grants and merit awards to support continued quality improvements.  

Keystone STARS quality standards build upon health and safety requirements regulated by the Department of Public Welfare. Nearly 4,500 Keystone STARS providers are serving nearly 170,000 children from birth to age twelve in 2010-2011.
