ACTIVE LEARNING, TRUSTING RELATIONSHIPS, CONTINUITY OF CARE  

 
Like all HighScope programs, the Infant-Toddler Curriculum is based on the principle 
that children learn best through direct, hands-on experiences with people, objects, 
events, and ideas.  During this active learning process, infants and toddlers are 
encouraged to discover the world around them by exploring and playing. Learning and 
development are anchored by long-term, trusting relationships with caregivers, who are 
close at hand to support the children as they play.

 The Department of Public Welfare's regulation for child care facilities requires that children go outdoors daily, weather 

permitting.  The regulation does not specify the weather conditions or temperature ranges that are used to determine "weather 

permitting."  The national health and safety standards that appear in "Caring for Our Children: National Health and Safety Performance 

Standards: Guidelines for Out-of-Home Child Care Programs, 2nd edition,"  American Academy Of Pediatrics, American Public 

Health Association, and National Resource Center for Health and Safety in Child Care and Early Education (2002).  The standard 

addressing conditions for outdoor play is Standard 2.009.  This is the standard to which the Department refers questions regarding 

weather conditions and outdoor play.  Please see below: 

STANDARD 2.009  PLAYING OUTDOORS 
 Children shall play outdoors daily when weather and air quality conditions do not pose a significant health risk. Outdoor play 

for infants may include riding in a carriage or stroller; however, infants shall be offered opportunities for gross motor play outdoors, as 

well. 

  Weather that poses a significant health risk shall include wind chill at or below 15 degrees F and heat index at or above 90 

degrees F, as identified by the National Weather Service. 

  Air quality conditions that pose a significant health risk shall be identified by announcements from local health authorities or 

through ozone (smog) alerts. Such air quality conditions shall require that children remain indoors where air conditioners ventilate 

indoor air to the outdoors. Children with respiratory health problems such as asthma shall not play outdoors when local health 

authorities announce that the air quality is approaching unhealthy levels. 

  Children shall be protected from the sun by using shade, sun-protective clothing, and sunscreen with UVB-ray and UVA-ray 

protection of SPF-15 or higher, with permission as described in STANDARD 3.081, during outdoor play. Before prolonged physical 

activity in warm weather, children shall be well-hydrated and shall be encouraged to drink water during the activity. In warm weather, 

children's clothing shall be light-colored, lightweight, and limited to one layer of absorbent material to facilitate the evaporation of 

sweat. Children shall wear sun-protective clothing, such as hats, long-sleeved shirts and pants, when playing outdoors between the 

hours of 10 AM and 2 PM. 

  In cold weather, children's clothing shall be layered and dry. Caregivers shall check children's extremities for maintenance of 

normal color and warmth at least every 15 minutes when children are outdoors in cold weather. 

  RATIONALE: Outdoor play is not only an opportunity for learning in a different environment; it also provides many health 

benefits. Generally, infectious disease organisms are less concentrated in outdoor air than indoor air. Light exposure of the skin to 

sunlight promotes the production of Vitamin D that growing children require. Open spaces in outdoor areas, even those confined to 

screened rooftops in urban play spaces encourage children to develop gross motor skills and fine motor play in ways that are difficult to 

duplicate indoors. Nevertheless, some weather conditions make outdoor play hazardous. 

  Caregivers must protect children from adverse weather and air quality. Wind chill conditions that pose a risk of frostbite as 

well as heat and humidity that pose a significant risk of heat-related illness are defined by the National Weather Service and are 

announced routinely. The federal government has established health standards for a number of air pollutants. Child care providers must 

use this information appropriately. 

  Heat-induced illness and cold injury are preventable. Children have greater surface area-to-body mass ratio than adults. 

Therefore, children do not adapt to extremes of temperature as effectively as adults when exposed to a high climatic heat stress or to 

cold. Children produce more metabolic heat per mass unit than adults when walking or running. They also have a lower sweating 

capacity and cannot dissipate body heat by evaporation as effectively (87).

Playing Outdoors Guidelines 

 Another resource recommended in ―Caring for Our Children‖ is a publication from the Iowa Department of Health 

called ―Child Care Weather Watch‖ which can be found online at http://www.idph.state.ia.us/hcci/common/pdf/

weatherwatch.pdf.  This is a handy guide regarding safe temperatures, wind chills and air conditions that staff can 

print and carry with them for reference in the field.  You will note that the Weather Watch document is a bit more 

cautious with regard to the minimum 15 degree wind chill; however, it is perfectly acceptable to use the Weather 

Watch document as a guide as it is recommended in the national health and safety standards.

STARS Performance Standards for Centers have been updated: 
 
 
 
The 2011-2012 STARS Performance Standards for Centers have been updated using feedback from 
the STARS Advisory Committee, the Early Childhood and School Age Community, and the Regional 
Keys. The revisions to the 2011-2012 STARS Performance Standards for Centers are listed below and 
will be in effect July 1, 2011.    
  
1. Staff Qualifications and Professional Development: Staff Development  
Added text to the following standards to clarify the requirements and to assist with statewide consistency 
in implementation of the standards:  
STAR 2: "All staff must attend at least two hours of professional development annually on child observa-
tion, inclusive practices, and/or ERS." 
STAR 3: "Teachers/Assistant Teachers must attend at least two hours of professional development an-
nually on curriculum, program or child assessment, the age appropriate Learning Standards, and/or 
ERS." 

 
2. Learning Program: Child Observation/Curriculum/Assessment  
STAR 2:  Replaced the standard requiring an observation with the following: "A developmentally appro-
priate screening of the child is completed and shared with family within 45 days of program entry." 
STAR 3:  Replaced the standard requiring observations with the following to align with the existing ELN 
requirements: "Based on ongoing observations, developmentally appropriate authentic assessments of 
the child are completed following the established ELN timeframes and shared with the family three times 
per year."  
Replaced the term observation with the following text: "Results from authentic assessments are used for 
curriculum, individual child planning, and referral to community resources." 
STAR 3:  Added the text to the following to clarify the designation requirement: "Implement a learning 
curriculum that incorporates the Learning Standards, including a written curriculum statement." 
STAR 4:  Removed the STAR 4 standard regarding assessment of the child as this is now addressed at 
STAR 3. 
 
3. Partnerships with Family and Community: Community Resources/Family Involvement  
STAR 1:  Modified the "Getting to Know You Meeting" standard to the following to clarify the intent of the 
standard and to assist with statewide consistency in designation: "The program collects child-centered 
information at enrollment to facilitate responsive care that is mindful of the needs of individual children 
and families. A parent/family meeting is offered within 45 days of enrollment to encourage program-
family partnerships and share initial observations and goals for the child." 
 
4. Leadership and Management: Staff Communication and Support  
Added text to the following standards to clarify the requirements and to assist with statewide consistency 
in implementation of the standards:  
STAR 3: "Teachers and Assistant Teachers are provided at least two hours per month of paid curriculum 
and lesson planning/preparation time away from the children." 
STAR 4: "Teachers and Assistant Teachers are provided at least four hours per month of paid curricu-
lum and lesson planning/preparation time away from the children."

FPDP Online Submission Instructions 
1. To enter your FPDP information, you will need to log on to the PA Key website at www.pakeys.org. 
From the main page, log in to the intranet by pushing the red login button at the top right of the 
screen. 

2. After you have logged in to the intranet, enter the www.pakeys.org/private/fpdps/ at the top of 
the screen and hit ENTER. This will bring up the entrance screen. 
3. Next, enter your facility certification number in the space indicated. 
4. Once you have logged in to the survey, check to make sure that your facility information is accurate 
and up‐to‐date. It is important that this information is correct in order to continue through the survey 
without error messages. Be sure to count all staff that you included in your survey. It is possible that 
the number of staff in each age group will add up to more than your total number of staff if you have 
staff members who work in more than one classroom. If you are a family child care provider, put a 1 for 

total number of staff and a 1 in each age group that you serve. If you don’t have staff in a certain 
age group, you will need to put a 0 in that space. 
5. When you have verified that all of your information is accurate, click the “next page’ button at the 
bottom of the screen. This will take you to Section 2 of the document. 
6. To complete this section you will need to refer to your completed paper copy of the document. Be-
gin by filling out the number of staff who need professional development in Knowledge Area 1 – Child 
Growth and Development. Be sure to put the correct number of staff under the age group that they 
care for and the competency level that each person needs. If you have no staff that need professional 

development in an area, simply leave that area blank. 

7. Next, you will enter the topic codes for the knowledge areas that staff need. Click in the topic code 
box to bring up a menu of topic codes in that knowledge area. This will bring up a box that lists all of 
the topic codes in the selected knowledge area. Click on each of the areas that staff need professional 
development in. The box may take several minutes to save so please be patient as you wait for it to 

close. When all of your numbers are entered and accurate, click on the “next page” icon. 
8. Section 3 collects information about your core series and support series needs. To fill in this page, 
simply scroll down and insert the number of staff needing each type of professional development. 
When you have finished this page, click the next page button at the bottom. 
9. Next, you will be asked how many staff will pursue a credential for the first time and how many in-
tend to renew their credential in the coming (YEAR?). Please enter the accurate number under CDA, 
Director’s Credential and School‐Age Credential. Under Degrees and Certification, indicate the number 
of staff who need and/or intend to pursue degrees or certification in your program 
10. Next, indicate which type of technical assistance you are likely to request in the coming year – you 
may check more than one. 
11. Finally, take a few minutes to go back over your survey – you can do this by hitting the previous 
page buttons at the bottom of each page. When you are sure that all of the information looks the way 
that you want it to, Click on the Submit Survey Button.  
 

Your Regional Key will not receive your information until you submit your survey. 

The FPDP  submission window will open January 15, 2011 and be open 

through March 15, 2011.  The Northwest Regional Key facilities were asked 

to submit their information as part of the state-wide pilot previously.

 Depression in Preschoolers  

Surely preschoolers can’t be depressed? What do they have 
to be depressed about? Such thinking has been common until 
recently when health care professionals are beginning to 
recognize that depression is not limited to teenagers and 
adults, but also affects children including very young 
children. Since as many as two percent of preschool children 
are depressed enough to need treatment, it’s important to 
consider it as a possible contributor to behavior or attention 
problems. Risk factors include a family history of depression, 
significant loss, like the death or prolonged absence of a 
caregiver, or other traumatic incident.  
Symptoms indicating possible depression:  
Å Prolonged sadness and irritability; low energy and self-
esteem  
Å Preoccupation with death or death/suicide themes in play  
Å Eating and sleeping problems  
Å Lack of interest in toys and activities and general 
“joylessness”  
Å Withdrawal from people and activities; dulled look (lack of 
affect or emotion)  
Å Frequent headaches or stomachaches  
 
How to help:  
Å Take it seriously when the symptoms are frequent and/or 
last longer than two weeks  
Å Seek professional help as soon as possible  
Å Learn more about childhood depression  
Å Help the child feel protected and loved and try to spend 
more time with him or her  
Å Indicate that you understand he or she is feeling sad  
 
We don’t know why depression seems to be affecting 
younger children, and some people may believe that the 
normal ups and downs of childhood are mistakenly being 
labeled as “depression.” Depression in older children and 
teenagers is very real, however, and we might be able to 
prevent more serious major depression if we can recognize 
and treat it earlier in life.

CPSC APPROVES STRONG NEW CRIB SAFETY STANDARDS TO ENSURE A SAFE SLEEP FOR BABIES AND TODDLERS 
 

WASHINGTON, D.C. - The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) voted unanimously to approve new 
mandatory standards for full-size and non-full-size baby cribs as mandated by the Consumer Product Safety Improve-
ment Act of 2008 (CPSIA). The federal crib standards had not been updated in nearly 30 years and these new rules are 
expected to usher in a safer generation of cribs. 
 
Once they become effective, the mandatory crib standards will: (1) stop the manufacture and sale of dangerous, tradi-
tional drop-side cribs; (2) make mattress supports stronger; (3) make crib hardware more durable; and (4) make safety 
testing more rigorous. 
 
CPSC has recalled more than 11 million dangerous cribs since 2007. Detaching drop-side rails were associated with at 
least 32 infant suffocation and strangulation deaths since 2000. Additional deaths have occurred due to faulty or defec-
tive hardware. These new standards aim to prevent these tragedies and keep children safe in their cribs. 
Effective June 2011, cribs manufactured, sold, or leased in the United States must comply with the new federal stan-
dards. Effective 24 months after the rule is published, child care facilities, such as family child care homes and infant 
Head Start centers, and places of public accommodation, such as hotels and motels, must have compliant cribs in their 
facilities. 
 
The full-size and non-full-size crib standards adopted the current ASTM International voluntary standards with additional 
technical modifications.

Diaper/Underwear Changing  

The first priority for diaper or underwear changing is to use the 1:1 time to foster a warm 

positive relationship with the child. Usually, it is best to clean a childõs bottom with children 

on their backs. In this position, the child looks up at the caregiver, an adjacent surface or at the 

ceiling. The declared purpose of the activity is to replace soiled diapers or underwear. Also, this 

is a time for caregivers to make eye contact and talk, or sing with the child.  

To avoid contaminating the environment, the caregiver has to perform the changing steps 

correctly. Often, the caregiver must simultaneously remain aware of what is going on with the 

other children in the group while interacting with the child she is changing.

Soiled Underwear‖ and ―Diapering—a Dozen Common Errors‖ to review correct procedures. To find these Fact Sheets, click on 

any section, then on Fact Sheets in the Handy Tools listed in the left pane. A well-designed changing station can make the 

competent caregiver’s job easier.  

Height and location of changing surfaces  

For children who can stand and climb, having steps or a ramp that can be sanitized is helpful. Except for very young infants, a 

caregiver risks back injury by lifting children up and down to use a diaper-changing table or bending to change a diaper on a 

surface that is lower than counter height. Changing on a surface used for any other purpose such as a floor or a bench is likely to 

spread germs.  

 

Some caregivers want to change the diapers or underwear of older toddlers or preschoolers while the children are standing. This 

position avoids lifting, but it is awkward, even if the caregiver sits down in a chair and the child stands on a platform. Releasing 

a soiled diaper or underwear in the standing position significantly increases the risk that soiled surfaces will come in contact 

with the child’s lower legs, clothing and the floor as it is removed. Further, the child-standing position does not allow for 

necessary inspection and cleaning of the child’s skin, especially in the creases.  

Avoid Sharing Germs  

Use of a shared sink and changing areas by more than one group of children spreads infectious disease. This equipment should 

be entirely separated from food preparation surfaces and hand washing sinks used for other purposes. The flat changing surface 

must not be used as a landing space for clean articles or food.  

 

The sink in the changing station should be no more than an arm’s length from the changing table. Paper towels, liquid soap, and 

hand lotion should be easily accessible for staff use. Hands-free faucets are best. Every changing area should have a hands-free 

operated, large capacity lidded waste can to receive soiled disposable diapers; diaper wipes and diaper table paper.  

Lighting, Visual Stimulation and Supervision  

Since most children lie on their backs to be changed, the lighting should be arranged so it does not shine directly into their eyes. 

Provide some visual stimulation where the child looks during the change such as a mirror, or interesting pictures to talk about. If 

the changing table is against a wall, a mirror mounted on the wall opposite the caregiver provides an interesting opportunity to 

interact with the child. Also, it enables the caregiver to see what is going on behind her. The table should have raised edges to 

help keep the child from falling. Still, caregivers must keep a hand on the child at all times. Safety straps are not good because 

they trap soil, and are hard to sanitize.

Vaccine News:  

 

- New 2010 Child Vaccine Schedule  

Pennsylvania requires that all children in group care 

settings must be up-to-date with the current nationally 

recommended vaccine schedule. Three organizations 

approved the 2010 recommended immunization 

schedules for children 0 through 18 years of age and the 

catch-up immunization schedule. They are the Advisory 

Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) of the Centers for Disease Control and 

Prevention (CDC), the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP), and the American Academy of 

Family Physicians (AAFP). These schedules are posted on the websites of the AAP at 

www.aap.org and the CDC at www.cdc.gov/vaccines/recs/schedules. Significant effort may be 

required to apply the schedules to an individual child’s situation. The CDC’s website explains 

the issues involved and has a vaccine scheduling tool that parents can use to help figure out 

what their child needs. Also, the websites list the changes from the 2009 to the 2010 schedule.

Diaper/Underwear Changing  (cont.) 

Controlling Odors and Contamination  

Controlling odors requires closely fitted lids on waste receptacles and ventilation of the area. Plastic bags are good 

to send soiled clothing home. Minimize handling of soiled disposable diapers. Put disposable diapers directly into 

the hands-free covered, plastic-lined trash container without putting them into individual plastic bags.  

Assemble the amount of supplies that will be used up in the change. The main supply of plastic bags, wipes, dia-

pers, clean clothing, diaper creams and any other clean objects should be where children or the caregiver will not 

contaminate them during the change. The table does needs a clean space to put the child’s unsoiled outer clothing, 

shoes and socks so these do not get contaminated during the diaper change.  

Surfaces  

All surfaces in the changing area must be non-porous and smooth so they can be easily cleaned when soiled, and 

sanitized. Look closely for cracks in any part of the surface. For example, quilted designs and seamed edges on 

pads trap soil and germs.

New Fluoride Recommendations for Oral Health   

Early educators and families need to follow 
new oral health recommendations for 
children.  Experts no longer recommend that 
children take fluoride tablets and liquid 
supplements. Instead, children should brush 
their teeth twice a day with fluoride-
containing toothpaste. The amount of 
toothpaste should be appropriate for the 
child’s age. Infants use a smear of 
toothpaste. Children 2-5 years of age use a 
pea-sized amount. From then on, a small 
ribbon is appropriate. By 12 months of age, 
or 6 months after the first tooth appears, 
children should visit a pediatric or child-
friendly dentist. Thereafter, children should 
visit a dentist every 6 months. The dentist 
should apply fluoride varnish to their teeth at 
the visits. Medicaid and some private health 
insurance will pay for these preventive 
dental services. The child's pediatrician may 
be able to temporarily provide these services to healthy children up to age 5 if dental 
services are not available.

Reportable Illness  

Pennsylvania child care regulations require that early learning practitioners report to the Department of Health when anyone has certain types of 

illnesses or diseases. The regulatory language in 3270 for centers, 3280 for group homes and 3290 for family child care homes (.136) says:  

―§ 3270(80)(90).136. Reporting diseases  

(d) A facility person who knows of a communicable disease for which 28 Pa. Code Chapter 27 (relating to communicable and non-communicable 

diseases) requires reporting, or who knows of a group expression of an illness which may be of public concern, whether or not it is known to be of a 

communicable nature, shall report it promptly to the appropriate division of the Department of Health as specified in Chapter 27, or to a local 

department of health.‖  

Chapter 27 is PA Code, Title 28, Chapter 27 which provides the List of Reportable Diseases.  

To find this list, go to the Pennsylvania website at http://www.state.pa.us. Select the Government tab, then Department of Health, then Diseases and 

Conditions. Certain broad categories such as ―Food Poisoning Outbreak‖ require reporting all illnesses of that type. Remember to report any disease 

outbreaks and/or unusual occurrences of disease. Early educators are not expected to make diagnoses. However, child care facilities should report to 

the Department of Health if they learn that someone involved with the facility has a diagnosis on the list of reportable diseases. Reporting makes it 

possible for public health professionals to consider whether some action is needed to protect others in the facility.  Call 877-724-3258 to reach the 

PA Department of Health. You may be instructed to call a local county or municipal Department of Health to make your report if you are in an area 

where such services are available.
